… and speaking of Baptisms, 

THEY NOW TAKE PLACE ONCE A MONTH 

To put some order into the frequency, timing 

and location of parish Baptisms, the following 

guidelines should be followed, unless they 

cause exceptional inconvenience: 

1. Baptisms will take place once a month in 

the Parish. 

2. The first Baptism booking of a particular 

month will set the location (and time) for 

any other booking/s for that month. 

3. Baptisms in Clodiagh will take place on 

Sundays at 12.30pm . 

4. Baptisms in The Rower will be on Saturday 

evenings at 6.30pm . 

5. Baptisms in Inistioge will be on Sundays at 

11.40am (after Mass).
