Somewhere, sometime, sooner or lat-

er, we will experience the startling re-

ality of death. Then what? Is it all over 

for the individual? Nothing but extinc-

tion, absolute silence, darkness? Will 

there be no more love, no more joy, 

no more laughter? 

Jesus says there is a future. He 

walked through the doors of suffering 

and a violent death to come back and 

say there is light, there is love and 

laughter and rejoicing, there is a life 

beyond your dreams and imagination.
