The Ascension 

Today, Ascension Sunday, is a feast of hope – we 
commemorate Jesus’ ascension into heaven 40 
days after his resurrection.  
Jesus goes to prepare a place for us, and as the 
Scriptures reminds us, where he has gone, we 
hope to follow. Ascension Day falls 40 days after 
Easter, and in  Ireland, this solemnity is celebrated 
on the 7th Sunday of Easter.
